Summary of the story

The three children Asim, Lucy and Sandy are on a trip to visit the Meridian Line and the Greenwich Planetarium. At 1 o’clock, they stand on the line and jump up together, thereby crossing the plan of the Time Lord: he is fed up with humans and has stopped all the clocks to get rid of the human species. The clocks and time start running backwards, and everybody – apart from the three protagonists – is getting younger and younger. His opponent, the Time Fairy, has managed to talk him into giving humans a very last chance: if the three can find convincing stories of children who have made a real difference to life on Earth, he will grant them another 100 years. The three children witness how Greenwich around them starts to change: people are getting younger and smaller too, they forget how things work, and gradually civilisation as we know it grinds to a halt. With a little help from the Time Fairy, Lucy, Sandy and Asim find three true stories to convince the Time Lord that humans aren’t all that bad: that of Baruani Ndume, who starts a radio programme to help parents find their children in refugee camps all over Africa; Alexandra Scott, a girl who died of cancer but managed to raise over $1 million with her Lemonade Stand Foundation; Ryan Hreljac, who starts the Ryan’s Well Foundation to raise money and bring clean water to people. At the end, they can manage to convince the Time Lord, and he reverses his plan.
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
